	Materials Needed:

· A Day at the Apple Orchard by Megan Faulkner & Adam Krawesky

· Chart paper

· Markers

	Introduction: Briefly refer to what was learned previously, or introduce a new topic or concept for students.

“You have been learning all about apples.  I’m going to read about special ways that apples and apple trees need to be taken care of to survive.



	Conceptual Question: Summarize what is going to be read in one sentence. Then ask the question. Limit the questions to no more than two. Read the passage, and ask the question(s) again.

“As I read this section, I want you to listen for ways that people can help protect apples and apple trees and what would happen if we didn’t do those things?”  (Read pgs. 12-15)



	Follow-up Activity: Eventually, the follow-up activity will be students doing Read Alouds of their own on the topic/concept. Prior to their getting to that point, the follow-up activity can be graphic organizers to help them further understand the concept, or a hands-on activity to help students further understand the concept.

Restate the question.  Discuss responses to the question.  Record the answers on chart paper.



	What went well:  It was a high interest activity because they were in the middle of a unit on apples.  Students were able to answer the question.

	What would I do differently next time I taught this lesson:  The classroom had real apples at their tables that I used in the lesson.  Next time, I would bring my own apple to show the “eye” of the apple and demonstrate the “eye to the sky”.
