“We have been learning all about insects, their parts, and why the insects are important in our environment.  Today I am going to read a book called Ants by Emily Green.  The author did something special in this book that helped me to understand and learn more about the important parts of an ant’s body.  Because ants are such tiny insects and they always seem to be moving, it is difficult to see their body parts up close.  The author provided close-up pictures of ants so I could see exactly what the parts of an ant look like.  Knowing their body parts helps me to learn about how ants can do everything that they do.”

Model: (Talk-alouds provide an opportunity to model the reading/writing connection so students can “see” and hear how an experienced and skillful reader relates to and uses what the author has provided.) Read the passage. Talk about what you noticed the author did and how well it worked for you as a reader.


Read pages 4-13.


“As I read through this book, I noticed that the author included close-up photographs on ants.  She did this on purpose.  She new that ants were tiny creatures and that it is hard to look at them up close.  As she was describing the ants body parts and what they do, she gave me some close-up pictures so I could easily learn about the body parts of ants and why they are important.  I was excited when the author gave me these close-up pictures because I have never been able to see an ant up close!”
