___1. The expression x2 means x raised to the second power.

___2. The expression 26.3 X 104 means “twenty-six point three times 10 to the fourth power” and is the same as 26,300,000.

___3. Using powers of ten to write large numbers is an easy way to keep numbers small.

___4. Numbers written in standard form always have a decimal in them, and there is always one digit to the right of the decimal.

___5. Every time the exponent of ten increases by one, the decimal moves one place to the right.

___6. Some powers of ten are less than 1, such as .1 or .01, or .001.

___7.  If the power of ten is less than 1, then the decimal moves to the left.

___8. It is easy to figure out very large or very small numbers in your head by using powers of ten.
